ZEMA ESTATE 2004 SHIRAZ
Coonawarra, $26

The 2004 vintage was kind to the winemakers of
Coonawarra and the results are excellent. The Zema
is one of my favourites. Its ripe, full berry-fruit flavours
of blueberry and plum combine seamlessly with spicy
notes and soft, integrated ozk flavours. The palate is
full without being heavy. Past vintages have matured
beautifully for a decade or more and the 2004 should
be no exception.
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
